It is a vital link in the chain of survival that supports the victim until more advanced help is
available. The chain of survival is composed of the sequence includes early activation of the EMS systems,

early CPR, early defibrillation and early advanced care.

METHOD OF STUDY

Conceptual framework of the study was based on the open system theory of J.W. Kenny’s. Research
design was used this study was quasi experimental one group pretest and posttest research design. The
population for this study was B.sc nursing 2™ semester students. Nonprobability Purposive sampling

technique was used to select the sample.

Data collection tool consisted of demographic variables, questionnaire regarding Introduction,

Technique, Practice and Complication of CPR to assess the level of knowledge among nursing students.

The content validity of the tool was done by 5 experts in different fields. Reliability was obtained by

Karl Pearson’s method, the score was r=0.9 which was highly reliable.
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The collected data was tabulated, analyzed and interpreted by using descriptive and inferential

statistical methods.
